Create and capture a Letter a Day

First, come up with a meaningful message you truly believe in and find inspiration or passion from it’s purpose.

You will be working on this daily so come up with something you are excited about showing the world and sharing your vision. 

You are responsible for creating a picture or more each day of a different letter in the alphabet or symbol. You should use different materials for each letter. For example, try creating a letter with chalk one day, the next day with tape, use a salad, markers, or lipstick on a mirror, leaves, or sticks on the ground, or shoe polish on a window, or whatever creative idea comes to mind. Explore all possibilities and don’t limit yourself. 

You are responsible for these photographs as homework for the next two weeks fi you don’t create them in class. You may create them in class if the idea is appropriate to school materials such as the whiteboard, chalkboard, or something similar.

You should have a total of fourteen or more different letters all created with different mediums by the due date. Spell out a message with the letters using Photoshop. Each letter should be on a different layer. You will animate the letters to appear and show your message as an individual project or use a video program to create a video combining your message with others.

All images must be your own creations and photographs taken this semester.
