
Parking Permit Information & Requirements – 10th/12th Grade 
 
To receive a Parking Permit you will be required to:  

 Must be at least 16 years of age and must be in 10th, 11th or 12th grade.  
 Present proof of current insurance. 
 Present proof of current Texas driver’s license.  
 Present proof of current Vehicle Registration.  

    
 Complete a Bowie Parking Registration form.   

 
    

 Pay a $20.00 parking permit fee.  Student checks are not accepted. 
 Students are permitted one parking permit only.  
 Seniors only may park in either the Mission Bethany Church parking lot or the BHS Campus 

parking lot. 
 10th and 11th graders with BHS parking permits may park on Bowie HS campus only. 
 Students who have been denied academic credit due to excessive absence will not be allowed to 

purchase a parking permit until academic credit has been restored. 
 

Parking Permit Hours 
 

Monday through Friday  8:00 – 8:15 A.M. in Permit/I.D. Office. 
Tuesday through Thursday  4:35 – 4:50 P.M. in Permit/I.D. Office. 
 

Placement of Parking Permit 
 

Permits must be permanently attached to the registered vehicle.  Placement of the parking permit will be 
in the left hand corner of the windshield, no more than one-half inch above the inspection and registration 
stickers. 
 

Parking Violations & Warnings: The following parking violations will result in towing or ‘boot’ application: 
 

 Parking Permits being transferred to another vehicle. 
 Parking in areas designated for Handicap, Fire Zone, Faculty and/or Visitor. 

 
Parking Violations Consequences 

 
 Towing fees vary but usually start at or about $150.00. 
 A $75.00 fee must be paid before the ‘boot’ is removed the first time. 
 A $100.00 fee must be paid before the ‘boot’ is removed for repeat offenders. 
 The parking lot Security may remove reapplied or improperly applied permits.  
 

If a parking permit is removed due to a parking violation, the purchase of a new permit requires approval 
from an Assistant Principal. 
 

Temporary Parking Permits 
 

 To qualify for a Temporary Permit, you must have a Bowie Student Permit registered in your name.  
You must know the License Plate Number of the vehicle you are driving for that day. 

 Temporary Permits are issued during the parking hours in the Permit/I.D. Office. 
 

Campus Parking 
 

You may only park in the parking lot for which your permit is issued (the Student Lot).  Parking in a different 
lot is unauthorized and will subject you to towing or to the application of the ‘boot’.  You may not park in the 
Faculty Lot without prior special permission.

Bowie High School Parking Agreement 
I am responsible for my behaviors while operating a vehicle on Bowie HS campus and/or at the Bowie HS satellite 
parking site.  I understand that the privilege of driving and parking can be revoked with no refund for: 
 

-Driving irresponsibly    -Excessive school absences/attendance problem  
-Parking irresponsibly            -Violation of AISD Student Code of Conduct 
-Grade problems            -Campus-related obligations (i.e. textbooks, library, athletics, etc.) 
-Violation of open campus policy  -Mission Bethany Church parking lot is off limits to 10th & 11th graders 

 
Only an administrator can reinstate driving/parking privileges.  Bowie HS administration reserves the right to refuse to 
grant a permit should there be sufficient evidence to indicate that the student seeking the permit has acted in an 
irresponsible manner in the past.   Bowie HS is not responsible for loss due to theft or damages. 
 
Permits are NOT transferable and must be permanently attached to the registered vehicle, placed in the left hand 
corner of the windshield, no more that ½” above the inspection and registration stickers. You are allowed one Free 
Trade, but you must return the old permit with a new completed registration form. If not returned the cost will be $20.00 
 
A student found to be in violation of this agreement will have parking privileges revoked and the parking permit must be 
surrendered upon request.
